Please enter your details in the Assessor details box – this includes your e-mail address and GMC number so please have these handy! 

If you work in admin and have no GMC/NMC number, just leave this space blank.

For location please put Name of your Surgery/Hospital
Into the next box called Ticket code please type the code I have given you.
5. Please make sure the MSF box is checked at the bottom of the page – otherwise you can’t give feedback!

6. Now click ‘Continue to Form’ and follow it through.
