6 Principles to Improve your Teaching Methodology

Good & McCaslin (1992)
1. instructional goals emphasize developing students’ expertise within an application context, understaning of knowledge, and self regulated application of skills
2. the content is organised around a few powerful ideas (basic understandings and principles); trying not to be too exhaustive
3. the teacher’s role is not just to present information but also to scaffold and respond to students’ learning efforts
4. the students’ role is not just to absorb or copy new information but also to actively make sense and construct meaning; getting them involved
5. activities and assignments feature tasks that call for problem solving or critical thinking, not just memory or reproduction; 
6. higher order thinking skills are ….. developed in the process of teaching subject matter knowledge with application contexts that call for students to relate knowledge to their lives outside the classroom by thinking critically or creatively about it or by using knowledge to solve problems or make decisions
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
